TH ERE ARE TASKS in life that show themselves to be easy. There are those

that require a lot of endeavor and effort, sweat and heavy reflections of the

Others, however, the best, the ones that most delight us, are those that,
when unveiled, are a mixture of these contradictory feelings: light, because they
bring us, with rapture and ecstasy, to the best that the human has produced and
produces, its cultural manifestations.

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arte milenar que ¢ a cerdmica indigena, nominando-a, que move nosso ami-
go, para sempre mestre, Gilberto Luiz Alves, a refletir sobre aquilo que foi e
como se apresenta, neste século XXI, a Cerdmica Indigena Contemporanea
em Mato Grosso do Sul.

Na introdugio do texto, o autor esquadrinha o percurso de criagao ¢ as fun-
¢oes da cerAmica indigena na sua histéria, desde a chegada, no século XVIII,
dos grupos em destaque — Kinikinau, Kadiwéu e Terena —, na regiao onde
hoje se encontram, 4 contemporaneidade. Os dados foram colhidos em dis-
tintos autores: hd aqueles que, por motivo diversos (estudo das paisagens na-
turais; a lide militar e ou a ocupagao da fronteira), cruzaram a Bacia do Prata
e as terras do entio Mato Grosso, como o militar Francisco Rodrigues do
Prado (1797), o naturalista Francis de Laporte de Castelnau (1843-1847)
¢ o agrimensor Emilio Rivassecau (1907?). Estes tltimos, junto as informa-
¢oes etnogréficas (a exemplo daquelas fornecidas por Berta Gleizer Ribeiro,
Guido Boggiani, Lévi-Strauss e Roberto Cardoso de Oliveira, entre outros),
compdem o material de base para o conhecimento e as reflexdes sobre essa
producdo milenar, como as Técnicas e os materiais utilizados, mas, principal-
mente, as fungdes exercidas na produgio e reprodugio da vida indigena nos
primeiros anos apds a ocupagiao ¢ demarcagao de reservas, o que jd se deu a

partir dos primérdios do século XX.

O objetivo fundamental da obra, contudo, nao se limita ao resgate histdrico
da producio ceramista dos grupos indigenas citados. Ao contrario, recons-
truir tal histéria é condicao sine qua non para situar seus produtores e pro-
dutos no tempo presente, fruto que sio desse mesmo passado, como parte
das transformagdes pelas quais passaram e vém passando no contexto do ca-
pitalismo. Esse giro ao passado, portanto, vale como um alerta para todos
n6s, homens do tempo presente: tudo se transforma, tudo ¢ histérico. E nao

poderia ter sido diferente com os grupos indigenas e sua produgio cerdmica.

Ora, a reconstru¢ao dessa transi¢ao do passado ao presente, cerne do livro
Ceramica Indigena Contemporinea em Mato Grosso do Sul, realizou-se

a muitas maos, fruto de pelo menos dez anos de investigagoes, que envolve-
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changes of this ancient art that is indigenous ceramic, naming it, that moves
our friend, forever master, Gilberto Luiz Alves, to reflect on what it was and
how it presents itself, in this 21st century, the Contemporary Indigenous

Ceramics in Mato Grosso do Sul State.

In the introduction of the text, the author examines the path of creation and
the functions of indigenous ceramics in its history, since the arrival, in the
18th century, of the prominent groups - Kinikinau, Kadiwéu and Terena -,
in the region where they are today, at the contemporaneity. The data were
collected from different authors: there are those who, for different reasons
(study of natural landscapes; the military struggle and or the occupation of the
border), crossed the Prata Basin and the lands of the then Mato Grosso, such
as the military Francisco Rodrigues do Prado (1797), the naturalist Francis
de Laporte de Castelnau (1843-1847) and the surveyor Emilio Rivasseau
(19072). The latter, by the ethnographic information (such as that provided
by Berta Gleizer Ribeiro, Guido Boggiani, Lévi-Strauss and Roberto Cardoso

de Oliveira among others), make up the basic material for knowledge and the

reflections on this ancient production, such as the techniques and materials
used, but mainly the functions exercised in the production and reproduction
of indigenous life in the first years after the occupation and demarcation of

reserves, which has already happened since the beginning of the century XX.

The fundamental goal of the work, however, is not limited to the historical
rescue of the ceramic production of the aforementioned indigenous groups.
On the contrary, reconstructing such a history is a sine qua non condition to
situate its producers and products in the present time, the fruit of which they
are from the same past, as part of the transformations they have undergone
and have been undergoing in the context of capitalism. This turning to the
past, therefore, is a warning to all of us, men of the present time: everything
is transformed, everything is historical. And it could not have been different

with indigenous groups and their ceramic production.

Now, the reconstruction of this transition from the past to the present, at the

heart of the book Contemporary Indigenous Ceramics in Mato Grosso do Sul,

was carried out by many hands, the fruit of at least ten years of investigations,
which involved the author in countless researches, interviews, contacts and
visits to the indigenouns Indigenous Villages; as well as by the orientation of
dissertations and theses, clay modeled here, like a kadiwéu vase, a terena dish or a
kinikinau pot, by the skillful hands and keen sensitivity of Gilberto Luiz Alves. In
fact, nothing better than an artisan of science to unveil, with engaged clarityand
lucidity, the setbacks and limits that still face indigenous ceramists today, in the

struggle to remove part of their livelihood from the clay that they mold. ...

Finally, this book is also an exhibition, a living memory of what the ethnic
ceramists of Mato Grosso do Sul State produce, objects that are still little
known outside the tourist circuits - how the author reminds, one of the
conditions for their survival was and has been, above all, tourism - and it is
worthy, in this direction, as a warning about the importance of preserving this
important tradition of culture from Mato Grosso do Sul. So importante that it
was the reason, the leitmotiv that made it possible to rediscover the remainings
of the Kinikinau indigenous group, after years of silent forgetfulness. Thus, in

the reinventing of its ceramics, the kinikinau ethnic identity was reshaped,

with the accords, polishes and painting of the clay of history ...

Finally, the essencial: I invite you to read the text, as for na ordinary aesthetic
pleasure of looking at it and delighting yourself with each Piece; or by the
curiosity of knowing techniques and particularities of the production of
each group, but above all, believing in the responsibility of promoting and
defending such production, as part of our uniqueness, as part of our common

cultural heritage. My best wishes that we can all say, at the end of this reading:

Like me, you have become more experienced with age. You drew and
fixed these words on paper skins [...]. Now I want them to divide and
spread far and wide, to be really heard.

Tao importante que
foi 0 mote, o leitmotiv que permitiu reencontrar os remanescentes do grupo
indigena Kinikinau, ap6s anos de silencioso esquecimento. Assim, no rein-

O ARTESANATO ¢ uma atividade econdmica que vem sendo incremen-
tada em Mato Grosso do Sul desde a década de 1970. Estudos recentes evi-
denciam que a organiza¢io do turismo na regido foi determinante para tal
(ALVES, 2014). Inicialmente por for¢a do turismo de pesca e, em seguida,
pelo ecoturismo centrado em Bonito, foi produzido mercado para os produ-

tos artesanais de uma forma geral.

Pleiteado por essa conjuntura favoravel, o artesanato indigena, em especial
o cerAmico, ganhou maior visibilidade e difusdo no mercado, o que revela,
também, o seu potencial em termos de geragao de renda. Mesmo assim, nao
ha como deixar de reconhecer que as familias oleiras vivem situagao de vul-
nerabilidade social. Dai a relevincia de iniciativas pablicas e privadas que
promovam a expansio da producio e a intensificacio da comercializagao
desses artefatos. Este Catélogo, ao difundir os produtos cerimicos das etnias
Kadiwéu, Terena e Kinikinau para além das fronteiras de Mato Grosso do

Sul, constitui contribui¢io nesse rumo.

Com base na historiografia produzida, afirme-se que a atividade oleira indige-

na, tanto entre os Kadiwéu quanto entre os Terena, se encontrava em crise em

meados do século XX (RIBEIRO, 1980; OLIVEIRA, 1968; 1976). Estimu-

THE HANDICRAFT is an economic activity that has been incremented in
Mato Grosso do Sul since the decade of 1970. Recent studies show that the
organization of tourism in the region was decisive for such (ALVES, 2014).
Initially, by virtue of fishing tourism, and, then, by the ecotourism centered

in Bonito city, market for handmade products was produced in a general way.

Pleaded by favorable conjuncture, the indigenous crafts, in particular the
ceramic, gained greater visibility and dissemination on the market, which
also reveals its potential in terms of income generation. Even so, there
is no way to stop recognizing that pottery families live in a situation of
social vulnerability. Hence, the relevance of public and private initiatives
that promote the expansion of production and the intensification of the
marketing of these artifacts. This catalog, upon spreading the ceramic
products of Kadiwéu, Terena and Kinikinau ethnicities beyond the borders

of Mato Grosso do Sul, constitutes contribution in this direction.

Based on produced historiography, it is affirmed that the indigenous pottery
activity, both among the Kadiwéu as among the Terena, was in crisis in

the mid of 20th century (RIBEIRO, 1980; OLIVEIRA, 1968; 1976).

Stimulated by the favorable wave created by tourism, had the production

extended, hence the concomitant occurrence of first commercialization
places (ALVES, 2014). Even the Kinikinau ethnicity, considered extinct for
decades, reinstated the ceramic crafts, which, in addition to an important

source of income, became an ethic identification mark of its members

(CANAZILLES, 2013).

The indigenous pottery, like all human works is something alive and sensitive
to changes. Over time, this modality of handicrafts in Mato Grosso do Sul
denotes this fact. The comparison among the observations of government
administrators, travelers and anthropologists illustrate it. The Kadiwéu
ceramic is the best example, as always found admirers by decanted beauty
of its ornamentation (PRADOQO, 2006; CASTELNAU, 1949; SMITH,
1922; BOGGIANI, 1945; RIVASSEAU, 1936; LEVI-STRAUSS, 1957;
RIBEIRO, 1980). In particular, the collections formed by Guido Boggiani
(1945), at the end of the 19th century, and by Darcy Ribeiro (1980), in the
1940s, categorically prove the assertion. Both Lévi-Straus as Ribeiro, taking

as a reference the material collected and described by Boggiani, besides

having recognized the state of decay of the Kadiwéu ceramic, in the decades

of 1930 and 1940, foresaw the progressive aesthetic impairment of the
corresponding artifacts. This prediction did not happen. The intensification
of tourism since the 1970s has generated a market for indigenous ceramics

and saved it from asphyxiation.

Anthropological and historical studies about the Terena are revealing as
the intensification of the production of ceramic Pieces and the changes
that impacted their ornamentation since the 1970s (OLIVEIRA, 1968;
GODOY, 2001).

Tourism did not develop in time, in Mato Grosso do Sul, to save the guarani
ceramic crafts. Paschoalick (2008), resarcher of ethnicity in reference,
recognized the extinction of pottery activity in the Kaiowd subgroup

(PASCHOALICK, 2008).

About the decadence of indigenous ceramics, the idea has been reiterated

that results from the lack of access to certain sources of natural resources

lada pela onda favorével criada pelo turismo, teve alargada a produgio, dai o
surgimento concomitante dos primeiros postos de comercializagio (ALVES,
2014). Inclusive a etnia Kinikinau, considerada extinta por décadas, reinstau-
rou o artesanato cerdmico que, além de importante fonte de renda, tornou-se
marca de identificagio ética de seus membros (CANAZILLES, 2013).

A cerimica indigena, como todas as obras humanas ¢ algo vivo e sensivel
as mudangas. Ao longo do tempo, essa modalidade de artesanato em Mato
Grosso do Sul denota esse fato. A comparagao entre as observagoes de ad-
ministradores governamentais, viajantes e antropdlogos ilustram-no. A
cerimica Kadiwéu constitui-se o melhor exemplo, pois sempre encontrou
admiradores pela decantada beleza de sua ornamentacio (PRADO, 2006;
CASTELNAU, 1949; SMITH, 1922; BOGGIANI, 1945; RIVASSEAU,
1936; LEVI-STRAUSS, 1957; RIBEIRO, 1980). Em especial, as colecoes
constituidas por Guido Boggiani (1945), no final do século XIX, e por Darcy
Ribeiro (1980), na década de 1940, comprovam categoricamente a assertiva.
Tanto Lévi-Straus quanto Ribeiro, tendo como referéncia o material colhido
e descrito por Boggiani, além de terem reconhecido o estado de decadéncia
da cerimica Kadiwéu, nas décadas de 1930 e 1940, previram o progressivo
comprometimento estético dos artefatos correspondentes. Esse vaticinio nao
se realizou. A intensificagio do turismo desde a década de 1970 gerou merca-

do para a cerdmica indigena e a salvou da asfixia.

Estudos antropoldgicos e histdricos sobre os Terena sio reveladores, igual-
mente, da intensificagio da produgao de pecas cerdmicas e das mudangas que
impactaram a sua ornamentagio a partir da década de 1970 (OLIVEIRA,
1968; GODOY, 2001).

O turismo nao se desenvolveu a tempo, em Mato Grosso do Sul, de salvar
o artesanato cerimico guarani. Paschoalick (2008), estudiosa da etnia em
referéncia, reconheceu a extingao da atividade oleira no subgrupo Kaiowa

(Paschoalick, 2008).

Sobre a decadéncia da cerdmica indigena, tem sido reiterada a ideia de que

resulta da falta de acesso a certas fontes de recursos naturais, decorrente do
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confinamento das etnias indigenas em reservas. Comprometeriam a beleza e
a resisténcia dos artefatos, também, a “pressa” associada a produgao de pecas

destinadas ao mercado.

Com certeza, esses sao fatores causais mais visiveis da limitagio apontada,
mas nio a esgotam. O quadro geral de mudangas no artesanato indigena ¢
complexo. Outros determinantes, além da perda de fontes de recursos natu-

rais e das imposi¢oes do mercado, podem ser igualmente aventados:

a)a utilizagéo de novos recursos naturais como matérias primas, em es-

pecial daqueles ligados & ornamentagio das pegas;

b) a substituicao, entre os préprios indigenas, dos utensilios ancestrais

por produtos industrializados mais préticos e baratos;

¢) ¢ a iniciativa voltada A preservacio de recursos naturais da flora ¢ da
fauna ameagados de extingdo, outrora essenciais & produgio de pecas ar-

tesanais, a exemplo dos adornos plumarios.

Mas a complexidade das mudangas que vém impactando o artesanato indi-
gena em Mato Grosso do Sul vai além do que pode ser deduzido das infor-
magoes jé arroladas. Sao reveladores os casos das etnias até momento recente

consideradas extintas.

E instigante, por exemplo, a iniciativa de uma dessas etnias, a Kinikinau, que
vem reinventando seu artesanato. Depois de ter sido dissolvida no interior
de outra etnia, a Terena, perdeu o dominio da lingua original e foi destituida
de muitas de suas préticas culturais ancestrais. Mas, sob novas condigoes, os
remanescentes reorganizados vém produzindo um artesanato que comega a
ganhar visibilidade, apesar de sua escala limitada. No 4mbito desse proces-
so, os membros dessa etnia vém reinventando um artesanato que tem por
fungdes, em especial, constituir indicador de sua etnicidade e legitimar sua
“vontade da diferenga” (CANAZILLES, 2013).

Acentue-se, por fim, que apesar de todo esfor¢o dispendido pelas artesas no
sentido de ampliar a produgio e expandir o mercado para seus produtos, as

observagoes diretas e os estudos de laboratério vém evidenciando a limitada
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due to the confinement of indigenous ethnic groups in reserves. They would
affect the beauty and strength of artifacts, also, the “hurry up” associated
with the production of Pieces intended for the market.

To be sure, these are causal factors more visible of limitation pointed out,

but they do not use it up. The general framework of changes in indigenous

crafts is complex. Other factors, in addition to the loss of renewable natural

resources and the impositions of the market, can also be raised:

a) the use of new natural resources such as raw materials, particularly those
linked to the crafting of parts;

b) the replacement, among the indigenous themselves, of ancestry utensils by

more practical and inexpensive industrialized products;

¢) and the initiative aimed at the preservation of natural resources of flora
and fauna threatened with extinction, once essential to the production of

handcrafted parts, for instance the feather made adornments.

But the complexity of the changes that have been impacting the indigenous
crafts in Mato Grosso do Sul goes beyond of what can be deduced from the
information already mentioned. The cases of ethnicities groups are revealing
until recent time considered extinct.

It is provocative, for example, the initiative of one of these ethnic groups, the
Kinikinau, which are reinventing their craft. After having been dissolved
inside of another ethnicity group, the Terena lost the domain of the original
language and was stripped of many of its cultural ancestry practices. But,
under new conditions, the remainings reorganized have been producing a
craft that begins to gain visibility, despite its limited scale. In that case, the
members of this ethnicity have been reinventing a craft that has by functions,
in particular, constitute an indicator of their ethnicity and legitimize their
“desire of difference” (CANAZILLES, 2013).

It should be emphasized, finally, that despite all effort expended by artisans
in order to expand production and expand the market for their products, the

direct observations and laboratory studies have been showing the limited

resistance of the ceramic parts. This obstacle is manifested both in the
transport of medium and long-distances as in the manipulation inside the
commercialization places. High degrees of impurities have been detected in
the clay and precarious firing, resulting in impairment of the possibility of
enlarging the market for ceramic artifacts (ALVES, 2013; CANAZILLES,
2013; CHAVES, 2015). On the other hand, the expansion of the market
requires the discussion, still, of the practice of commercialization, both public
and private. The relationship between the merchant and the artisans, as well
as the policies of parts procurement by public bodies need to be reconsidered
from the specificities of the process of incorporation of indigenous ethnic
groups to capitalist society, so that they do not become mechanisms for
systematic exploitation (ALVES, 2014; CANAZILLES, 2013; ALMEIDA,
2015; CHAVES, 2015).

This set of concerns, which touches on the production and marketing of
indigenous crafts, deserves discussion in the context of public departments
that deal with the issue of culture and committed entities with the
improvement of conditions for the existence of indigenous communities.

Above all, public policies are necessary that induce improvements both in

pottery production of ethnicity groups from Mato Grosso do Sul state as the

commercialization of their artifacts.

The issue is complex and can only be discussed in the context of this
catalog. It should be clear that this work is limited to contribute to ensure
visibility to the regional indigenous ceramic crafts. But, it is not enough. It is
necessary the systematization of a necessary platform for enhancement and
improvement of indigenous ceramic crafts, highlighting innovations that
are needed, both in the context of the production and marketing of artifacts,
aiming to expand the market and, ultimately, to increase the quality of life of

the indigenous ethnicities in Mato Grosso do Sul.

It should be emphasized that the parts listed in this catalog were acquired
in public offices of merchantability or straight from the artisans. They were

selected in a universe of more than 250 artifacts. On the methodology

resisténcia das pecas cerimicas. Esse dbice se manifesta tanto no transpor-
te de média e longa distincias quanto na manipula¢io dentro dos postos
de comercializagio. Vém sendo detectados graus elevados de impurezas na
argila e queima precdria, que resultam, também, no comprometimento da
possibilidade de ampliagio do mercado para os artefatos cerdmicos (ALVES,
2013; CANAZILLES, 2013; CHAVES, 2015). Por outro lado, a expansio
do mercado exige a discussdo, ainda, das praticas dos postos de comerciali-
zagao, tanto os publicos quanto os privados. A relagdo entre o comerciante e
as artesas, bem como as politicas de aquisicao de pecas pelos érgaos publicos
precisam ser repensadas a partir das especificidades do processo de incorpo-
ragdo das etnias indigenas a sociedade capitalista, para que nao se convertam
em mecanismos de exploragio sistemdtica. (ALVES, 2014; CANAZILLES,
2013; ALMEIDA, 2015; CHAVES, 2015).

Esse conjunto de preocupagdes, que toca a produgio e a comercializagio de
pegas artesanais indigenas, merece discussao no 4mbito dos érgaos publicos
que tratam da questdo da cultura e de entidades comprometidas com a me-
lhoria das condigdes de existéncia das comunidades indigenas. Sobretudo,
fazem-se necessdrias politicas publicas que induzam aperfeicoamentos tanto
da produgio oleira das etnias sul-mato-grossenses quanto da comercializagio

de seus artefatos.

A questdo ¢ complexa e s6 pode ser aflorada no ambito deste Catédlogo. Deve
ficar claro que este trabalho se limita a contribuir para assegurar visibilidade
ao artesanato cerAmico indigena regional. Mas, nio basta. Faz-se necessiria a
sistematiza¢o de uma necesséria plataforma de aperfeicoamento e melhoria
do artesanato cerAmico indigena, destacando inovagdes que se impoem, tan-
to no 4mbito da produgio quanto da comercializagio de artefatos, visando
a ampliacio do mercado e, em ultima instincia, 4 elevacio da qualidade de

vida das etnias indigenas em Mato Grosso do Sul.

Acentue-se que as pegas constantes deste catdlogo foram adquiridas em pos-
tos publicos de comercializa¢ao ou diretamente das artesas. Foram selecio-

nadas num universo de mais de 250 artefatos. Sobre a metodologia adotada
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para a descricdo das pegas selecionadas foram utilizadas categorias expostas
no livro Artesanato indigena no Brasil (1988), de Berta Ribeiro. Nas fichas
catalograficas correspondentes constam as formas das pecas, suas dimensoes,
as matérias primas e técnicas utilizadas, tanto na fase de conformagio quan-
to na de ornamentagio, nomes das artesas autoras ¢ datas de produgao. Os
locais onde se realizaram os trabalhos de levantamento e coleta de informa-
coes, aldeia Terena Cachoeirinha (Miranda), aldeia Kadiwéu Alves de Bar-
ros (Porto Murtinho) e aldeia Sao Jodo (Porto Murtinho), onde vivem indios
da etnia Kinikinau, foram também os postos onde informantes ajudaram a

elucidar duvidas sobre os aspectos envolvidos nas fichas catalograficas.

Um esclarecimento final se faz necessério. Todas os artefatos descritos sao re-
conhecidos como objetos de natureza ornamental. Isso pode gerar um ruido,
pois parece contrariar o uso pleno das categorias de Ribeito (1988), tomadas
como referéncia. Os potes, por exemplo, poderiam parecer utensilios. Con-
tudo, se eles foram utensilios um dia, jé ndo o sao mais. Eles ja nao sao produ-
zidos para atender necessidades basicas das etnias oleiras. Elas préprias vém
substituindo seus antigos utensilios por outros de aluminio, comprados no
mercado. Portanto, os potes cerdmicos, outrora definidos por sua fung¢io de
utensilios, se resumiram a condi¢ao de mercadorias. Depois de adquiridos no
mercado, passam a servir tio somente a funcio estética de ornamentar can-

tos de residéncias ou escritdrios dos turistas. Tornam-se troféus de viagens.

Uma tnica pega neste trabalho pode ser qualificada de utensilio. E o pote
Terena, produzido na década de 1950, que, por anos a fio, serviu a fungao de
manter reserva de d4gua fresca para a familia de Dona Aurora, filha da artesa
que o produziu e que o vendeu ainda no exercicio de sua ancestral fungio
em 2016.

The pots, for example, might seem utensils. However, if they were utensils
one day, they are not anymore. They haven’t already been produced to meet
basic needs of pottery activities of the ethnicity groups. They themselves have
been replacing their old utensils, by others made of aluminum, purchased on
the market. Therefore, the ceramic pots, once defined by their function of
utensils, are presented to the condition of goods. Once purchased on the
market, they serve only to the aesthetic role of ornament corners of homes or

offices of tourists. They become trophies of travel.

A single Piece in this work can be regarded as a utensil. It is the Terena
pot, produced in the 1950s, which, for years, has served the function of
maintaining reserves of fresh water for Mrs. Aurora family, daughter of the
artisan that produced and sold still in the exercise of his ancestor function

Dark color is used as a basis for the manufacture of ceramic

parts. The Terena denominate iz moté.

MUD: Clay

WHITE MUD: Kaolin.

CARAGUATA: Popular name of plant whose fibers used in the production

of strings used to mark, in low relief, the Kadiwéu ceramic Its scientific name

is Bromelia antiacantha Bertol

KAOLIN:Mineral coloring substance of white color (RIBEIRO, 1988, p.
31). The Terena calls it ka4 and use it to decorate the cold ceramic Piece,

after burned.

ENGOBO: “Coating applied to the container walls before burning. It

consists of a thin layer of clay (white or colored) diluted in water, covering
the whole or art from the surface of the parts.” (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 34)

HEMATITE: Sesquioxide of iron, mineral coloring substance that provides
red pigment (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 31). The Terena calls it hararaiti moté.

JENIPAPO: Popular name of plant whose fruit is extracted a black-bluish
coloring substance (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 31). The Kinikinau ceramists use it.
Its scientific name is Genipa americana L.

LIMONITO: Iron hydroxide, mineral coloring substance, which provides
yellow pigment. (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 31).

PAU-SANTO:Popular name of plant from which it is extracted shiny
black varnish which applies hot on the surface of the Kadiwéu ceramic
workPiece by artisans. Berta Ribeiro (1988, p. 31) fits into the family of
Gutiferas. Its scientific name is Kielmeyera coridcea Mart. & Zucc. In
partial report of FUNAI (CERAMIC Kadiwéu, 2013/2014), it is referred

to its deplateation in kadiwéu language: elegigo.
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BLACK STONE: Mineral black coloring substance RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 31). In the

region of Miranda, it is referred to as canga stone. The Terena denominate it reruke.

ROLLED PEBBLE: Mineral substance that, among the Terena, serves as
an instrument for polishing and give shine to the ceramic parts before they

are taken to burn. This ethnicity denominates it 7zopos.

URUCU: Popular name of plant whose fruit is extracted a carmine coloring
substance (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 31). It is used by the Kinikinau ceramists and,
in Mato Grosso do Sul, it is widespread the use of the expression urucum to

refer to it. Its scientific name Bixa orellana L.

TECHNIQUES EMPLOYED IN PRODUCTION

COILED: “technique of making pottery which consists of the superposition
of rollers of paste, length varied, in a circular or coiled up to build the walls

of the vase.” (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 32)

MARKED-WTH-ROPE: “Printing on the outer surface of ceramics,
before the burning, with marks of rope.” (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 35)

MODELED: “Direct Modeling of a clay paste. This technique is commonly

used for making the base of the vase or small parts: (...) human figures or
fauna (...) and miniatures.” (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 32)

PAINTING: “Kind of decor performed before or after the burning of
ceramics, in its inner or outer surface, directly or on the englobe, forming
ornamental patterns.” (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 35)

PAINTING WITH ENGOBE: Painting technique performed with
“earth paste” applied on the outer part of a ceramic Piece to disguise its
natural color” (HOUAISS, A; VILLAR, M. de S., 2001, p. 1149). The
different colors of Kadiwéu painting, with the exception of black and white,

are the result of Engobes.
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PEDRA PRETA: Substincia corante mineral (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 31). Na regiio

de Miranda ¢ referida como pedra canga. Os Terena a denominam reruke.

SEIXO ROLADO: Substincia mineral que, entre os Terena, serve como ins-
trumento para polir e dar brilho as pecas cerimicas antes que sejam levadas a

queima. Essa etnia o denomina 7zopoi.

URUCU: Nome popular de planta de cujas sementes ¢ extraida uma substancia
corante carmim (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 31). E usada pelas ceramistas Kinikinau
e, em Mato Grosso do Sul, estd disseminado o uso da expressao urucum para

denominé-la. Sua denominagio cientifica é Bixa orellana L.

ACORDELADO: “Técnica de confecgio de cerdmica que consiste na superpo-
sicao de roletes de pasta, de comprimento variado, em sentido circular ou espirala-
do, até construir as paredes do vaso.” (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 32)

MARCADO-COM-CORDA: “Impresséo na superficie externa da cerimica,
antes da queima, de marcas de corda.” (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 35)

MODELADO: “Modelagem direta de uma pasta de barro. Comumente
essa técnica ¢ usada para confecgio da base do vaso ou de pegas pequenas:
(...) figuras humanas ou da fauna (...) e miniaturas.” (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 32)

PINTURA: “Tipo de decoragio executada antes ou depois da queima da cerAmi-
ca, em sua superficie interna ou externa, diretamente ou sobre o engobo ou banho,

formando padrées ornamentais.” (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 35)
PINTURA COM ENGOBO: técnica de pintura realizada com “pasta

de terra” aplicada “na parte externa de uma peca cerAmica para disfarcar
a sua cor natural” (HOUAISS, A; VILLAR, M. de S., 2001, p. 1149). As
diversas cores da pintura Kadiwéu, 3 exce¢ao do preto e do branco, sio

resultantes de engobos.
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POLIMENTO: Entre os Terena ¢ operagio realizada por meio de seixo rolado,
mineral que serve para polir e dar brilho as pecas cerimicas antes que sejam leva-

das & queima. Os Terena denominam o seixo rolado de 70poi.

QUEIMA: “Processo fisico-quimico que consiste em transformar a pasta
pléstica em objeto sélido submetendo-a a elevada temperatura: 400-500° C,
necessdria para desidratar a argila (BALFET, apud RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 32)

VITRIFICACAO: Operagio realizada pelos Kinikinau com a aplicagio de

almécega sobre os campos da pega cerdmica pintados em preto.

BILHA: “Vaso bojudo, provido ou nio de gargalo e boca estreita, com ou

sem tampa ¢ com ou sem asa.” “Peca usada para conter e servir liquidos.”

(RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 22)

CANECA: “Recipiente pequeno destinado a ingestao de liquidos e dotado
de asa para facilitar o manuseio.” (HOUAISS, A; VILLAR, M. de S., 2001,
p-595)

CINZEIRO: “Pega cerAmica destinada a apoiar o cigarro e receber a cinza.”

(RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 24)

FARINHEIRA: “Recipiente para farinhas diversas utilizado durante as re-
feicoes.” (HOUALISS, A; VILLAR, M. de S., 2001, p. 1308)

FLOREIRA: Ver pote para plantas.

JARRA: “Vaso alto e pouco bojudo, com asa e bico, préprio para servir

dgua.” (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 25)
MORINGA: “Vasilha de barro com um ou dois gargalos ladeando a al¢a,

destinada a guardar liquidos. Apresenta-se, s vezes, em forma de ave ou ou-
tro animal.” (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 25)

POLISHING: Among the Terena, the operation is carried out by means of a
pebble rolled, mineral that serves to polish and give shine to the ceramic parts

before they are taken to burn. The Terena denominate the pebble rolled of 7zapo.

BURNING: “Physico-chemical process that consists of transforming the plastic
paste in solid object subjecting to high temperature: 400-500°C, needed to
dehydrate the clay (BALFET, apud RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 32)

VITRIFICATION: Operation performed by the application of almécega

Kinikinau on the fields of ceramic Piece painted in black.

PITCHER: “Bulging vase, fitted or not with bottleneck and Narrow
Mouth, with or without cover and with or without wings.” “Piece used to
contain and serve liquids.” (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 22)

MUG: “Small container intended for ingestion of liquids and endowed with

wing to facilitate handling.” (HOUAISS, A; VILLAR, M. de S., 2001, p. 595)

ASHTRAY: “Ceramic Piece deplateed to support the cigarette and receive
the ashes.” (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 24)

FLOUR POT: “Container for various flours used during meals.”
(HOUALISS, A; VILLAR, M. de S., 2001, p- 1308)

FLOWET POT: See pot for plants.

JUG: “high and little bulging vase, with wing and nozzle, used to serve

water.” (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 25)

JAR: “Pot of clay with one or two bottlenecks flanking the handle, deplateed
to store liquids. It is presented, sometimes in the form of bird or other animal.”

(RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 25)
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PAN: a) “Pot Casserole, wide and low, with one or two wings, which serves
to smother or cook food” (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 24); b) Pan, “wide and deep
bowl, providing or not cover, used for cooking food and/or fermenting

drinks” (RIBEIRO, 1988, p. 25). As to the form, they can be classified into

vasiform, gameliform and alguidariform.

On its surface
ethnicities graphisms are entered and endowed with hole, serves to be hung
